Alternative way title a kikker in Indiana

In Indiana, to title the Kikker Hardknock as an assembled vehicle:

1. Side view photograph.
2. Receipts from all parts, preferably itemized. 
3. Affidavit of Police Officer's physical inspection of the vehicle.

The original Bill of Sale from will serve as a receipt.


Take these things into any branch, and apply for an MVIN. Cost for the MVIN application is $11.00. I received my MVIN by mail in less than two weeks.

You will receive a form in the mail that will include your newly assigned MVIN. Take that number to a trophy shop or some other engraving place to have it engraved or stamped on a metal plate. The local trophy shop charged me $5.25 for a 3/4" x 3" metal plate with 1/8" holes at the ends. Attach that metal plate to your frame "in a workmanlike manner", which basically means it has to be attached semi-permanently. 

This same MVIN form will have an area on it for a second police officer's inspection. The officer will check the number on your plate against the number on the form, write and sign his name, date the form, and write his badge number. The process takes thirty seconds.

With your MVIN, secure insurance on your bike. State Farm takes payment over the phone via credit card, and provides a Binder Number at the end of the call. This binder number, along with the name of the insurance company, is sufficient proof to the BMV that you have insurance for the purpose of titling and registration.

Take the signed MVIN Inspection form to the BMV, along with proof of insurance, and apply for title and plates. You will fill out an odometer statement, but they will not need proof of the reading. You will also sign an ST-108E showing that you are exempt from paying additional tax as long as you already showed proof of sales tax on the kit itself and components when you applied for your MVIN. Title fee was $15, registration fee was $62.05. I believe the title fee is fixed, while the registration fee will vary. You will receive your title in the mail, but you will be provided a license plate at the branch after payment. 

A tedious process to be sure, but a few things to note:

1. This method requires TWO inspections, versus just one if you choose to title your Kikker using the frame number as your VIN.
2. You will have additional costs using this method, namely the $11.00 for MVIN application, and the cost of having the MVIN engraved on a plate.
3. At no point was the MSO required.
